A Place for God

Where does God dwell?

Do we need a special place for God in our home?

When we enter the houses of idol worshippers we certainly we see a special place with idols in their houses. When we enter the houses of spirit worshippers we certainly will see a special place full of spirit items. When we enter the houses of Buddhists we will certainly see special place (PaYaZin) with Buddha statues and other items. When we enter the houses of Christians do we see any special place for Jesus Christ? Why?

Special place for ceremonially clean in Old Testament time
Ezra 6:3-4 Let the temple be rebuilt as a place to present sacrifices, and let its foundations be laid. It is to be ninety feet high and ninety feet wide, 4 with three courses of large stones and one of timbers. The costs are to be paid by the royal treasury.

Lev 4:11-12 But the hide of the bull and all its flesh, as well as the head and legs, the inner parts and offal-- that is, all the rest of the bull--he must take outside the camp to a place ceremonially clean, where the ashes are thrown, and burn it in a wood fire on the ash heap. Lev 6:11 Then he is to take off these clothes and put on others, and carry the ashes outside the camp to a place that is ceremonially clean.
In offering sacrifices, there are special places to do it. They could not do it anywhere they want. Offering was done in the camp and cleansing was done outside the camp.

The ark need special place

1 Kings 8:21 I have provided a place there for the ark, in which is the covenant of the LORD that he made with our fathers when he brought them out of Egypt." 
God dwelled in the ark. The ark was holy. Unauthorized person cannot touch, cannot open the ark. The ark need special place to be provided.
Special place for God in Old Testament time
1 Kings 8:12-13 Then Solomon said, "The LORD has said that he would dwell in a dark cloud; I have indeed built a magnificent temple for you, a place for you to dwell forever." 2 Chronicles 6:2 I have built a magnificent temple for you, a place for you to dwell forever.

Ps 132:4-5 I will allow no sleep to my eyes, no slumber to my eyelids, 5 till I find a place for the LORD, a dwelling for the Mighty one of Jacob." 

Jer 19:4-5 For they have forsaken me and made this a place of foreign gods; they have burned sacrifices in it to gods that neither they nor their fathers nor the kings of Judah ever knew, and they have filled this place with the blood of the innocent. 5 They have built the high places of Baal to burn their sons in the fire as offerings to Baal--something I did not command or mention, nor did it enter my mind.

God did not dwell in all the places. He used to dwell in high places like mountains and special place built for Him like temple. God used to go with the Ark. God rest where the ark rest. God moved when the ark moved. Solomon was building temple for God so that God would dwell there forever.
Special place for God in our heart
Matt 12:43-45 "When an evil spirit comes out of a man, it goes through arid places seeking rest and does not find it. Then it says, 'I will return to the house I left.' When it arrives, it finds the house unoccupied, swept clean and put in order. Then it goes and takes with it seven other spirits more wicked than itself, and they go in and live there. And the final condition of that man is worse than the first. That is how it will be with this wicked generation."  

Rev 3:20 Here I am! I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, I will come in and eat with him, and he with me. 
God lives in our heart. If God is not in our heart, evil spirit will come in and live in our heart. If we open the door of our heart to Him, He will come in and live in us and have fellowship with us.
Conclusion:
2 Chronicles 6:18 But will God really dwell on earth with men? The heavens, even the highest heavens, cannot contain you. How much less this temple I have built! 

Acts 17:24-25 The God who made the world and everything in it is the Lord of heaven and earth and does not live in temples built by hands. And he is not served by human hands, as if he needed anything, because he himself gives all men life and breath and everything else.

Please do not misunderstand that God only lives in the church hall or church building.

He lives in our heart.
