Are You Kidding or Are You Serious?

A man said to his friend, “Let’s go fishing.”  His friend said, “OK” and went back home, changed his clothes, took all fishing equipments and came back to him. When his friend got to his home his friend saw him still sitting on the chair and drinking coffee. He did not make himself ready to go for fishing. Then his friend asked, “Hey! You said let’s go fishing. I’ve got ready. Why have you not changed your clothes and get ready?” Then he said, “I am just kidding.” But his friend said, “No. I am serious.”

When we said that we believed in Jesus Christ and decided to follow Him as His disciple and took water baptism as a testimony in front of God and others, are we SERIOUS or just KIDDING? Some are really serious and seeking God’s will and follow Him without reservation but some are just kidding and never follow Jesus as He leads.

Do we remember what Jesus said in Luke 14:27 “And anyone who does not carry his cross and follow me cannot be my disciple.”  Matt 10:38 “and anyone who does not take his cross and follow me is not worthy of me.”  Luke 14:33 “In the same way, any of you who does not give up everything he has cannot be my disciple.”  

Jesus has warned us that we must be serious when we said we would follow Him.

Matt 10:37 “Anyone who loves his father or mother more than me is not worthy of me; anyone who loves his son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me”

Matthew 7:21-23 “Not everyone who says to me, 'Lord, Lord,' will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only he who does the will of my Father who is in heaven. Many will say to me on that day, 'Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name, and in your name drive out demons and perform many miracles?' Then I will tell them plainly, 'I never knew you. Away from me, you evildoers!' 

When God said, “I love you” is He serious? Is He just kidding? He is very serious indeed. He shows His love in sending His one and only Son to come and die for us. 

When we said, “We will serve Him” are we serious or just kidding?

How do we show and proof that we love Jesus and we are serving Him?

May I give an illustration?

A man went to seminary promising the Church and organization that he would return to supporting Church and serve the Lord after finishing his theological study. But after his graduation and being ordained he refused to go to another village to serve at a Church which really in need of a pastor. He threatened to resign if he’s sent there. Was he serving God or serving himself?

A man quit his job and went to seminary by his won expenses. After graduating from seminary he felt the call of God and went to serve the Lord in a very difficult region in the jungle. Was he serving God or serving himself?
