JESUS IS THE ATONEMENT FOR SINS

Atonement means compensation for wrong doing, the act of atoning for sin or wrongdoing (especially appeasing a deity)

His body

Isaiah.53:4‑6 He hath borne our grieves, and carried our sorrows; He was wounded for our transgressions. He was bruised for our iniquities; with His stripes we are healed; the Lord hath lied on Him the iniquity of us all; He bare the sin of many and make intercession for the transgressors.

Mark.10:45 The son of man came to give His life as a ransom for many.

Roman.5:8 While we were yet sinners Christ died for us.

2Corinthians.5:21 For our sake He made Him to be sin who knew no sin.

Ephesians.5:2 Christ loved us and gave Himself up for us, a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God.

1Peter.2:24 He bore our sins in His body on the tree, that we might die to sin and live to righteousness. By His wounds you have been healed.

1Peter.3:18 Christ died for sins once for all that He might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh but made alive in the spirit.

His blood
Leviticus.17:11 The life of the flesh is in the blood; and I have given it for you upon the alter to make atonement for your souls; for it is the blood that makes atonement.

Matthew.26:28 This is my blood of covenant, which is pour out for many for the forgiveness of sins.

Roman.3:25 God hath set forth to be a propitiation through faith in His blood.

Roman.5:9 We are now justified by His blood.

Ephesians.1:7 We have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of our trespasses.

Colossians.1:20 Making peace by the blood of His cross.

Hebrew.10:19 Enter the sanctuary by the blood of Jesus.

Hebrew.9:22 Everything is purified with His blood, and without the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness of sins.

1John.1:7 The blood of Jesus cleanses us from all sin.

Revelation.1:5 Free us from sin by His blood.
Revelation.12:11 They have conquered him by the blood of the lamb.
