Baptism of the Holy Spirit

What are the differences between Water Baptism and Holy Spirit Baptism?

Different denominations and Christian groups may have different interpretations on “Baptism of the Holy Spirit.”
The following expression is my own interpretation as the Holy Spirit enables me.

Water baptism was initiated by John for repentance.

Matthew 3:11 I baptize you with water for repentance. But after me will come one who is more powerful than I, whose sandals I am not fit to carry. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and with fire. 

John 1:33 I would not have known Him, except that the one who sent me to baptize with water told me, “the man on whom you see the Spirit come down and remain is He who will baptize with the Holy Spirit. 
John said that Jesus would baptize with the Holy Spirit.
However we don’t see anywhere in the Bible telling us that Jesus baptized His disciples with the Holy Spirit. But at one occasion at John 20:22 Jesus breathed on them and said, "Receive the Holy Spirit.” And disciples received the Holy Spirit. This may or may not be the Baptism of the Holy Spirit by Jesus Christ.
Matthew 28:19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit 

Jesus asked His disciples to go and baptize believers in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. When believers were baptized they were baptized in the name of triune God including Holy Spirit. That is why some Christians believe that they are already baptized by the Holy Spirit when they take water baptism. They do not need baptism of the Holy Spirit separately. But some do not agree and insist that they need Baptism of the Holy Spirit apart from water baptism separately.
Acts 2:1-4 When the day of Pentecost came, they were all together in one place. Suddenly a sound like the blowing of a violent wind came from heaven and filled the whole house where they were sitting. They saw what seemed to be tongues of fire that separated and came to rest on each of them. All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled them. 
After Jesus’ resurrection, on the day of Pentecost, the first coming of the Holy Spirit took place. 120 believers were filled with the Holy Spirit and they spoke tongue. The tongues they spoke were understood by many different nationalities.
1 Corinthians 12:13 For we were all baptized by one Spirit into one body - whether Jews or Greeks, slave or free - and we were all given the one Spirit to drink. 

All are baptized by one Spirit (Holy Spirit) into one body. That is why all believers who have already been baptized by the Sprit are in oneness. No racial discrimination or differences.
Acts 10:44-48 While Peter was still speaking these words, the Holy Spirit came on all who heard the message. The circumcised believers who had come with Peter were astonished that the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out even on the Gentiles. For they heard them speaking in tongues and praising God. Then Peter said, "Can anyone keep these people from being baptized with water? They have received the Holy Spirit just as we have." So he ordered that they be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. Then they asked Peter to stay with them for a few days. 

When Gentles were still listening to Peter, the Holy Spirit came upon them even before they took water baptism. Peter claimed this is the “Baptism of Holy Spirit” before water baptism.
“Baptism of the Holy Spirit” can happen before “Water Baptism.”
(We’ll talk about speaking in tongues as other topic separately)
Acts 19:1-7 While Apollos was at Corinth, Paul took the road through the interior and arrived at Ephesus. There he found some disciples and asked them, “Did you receive the Holy Spirit when you believed?” They answered, “No, we have not even heard that there is a Holy Spirit.” So Paul asked, “then what baptism did you receive?” “John’s baptism,” they replied. Paul said, “John’s baptism was a baptism of repentance. He told the people to believe in the one coming after him, that is, in Jesus.” On hearing this, they were baptized into the name of the Lord Jesus. When Paul placed his hands on them, the Holy Spirit came on them, and they spoke in tongues and prophesied. There were about twelve men in all. 

They have not received Holy Spirit by John’s Water Baptism. But when they were baptized into the name of Jesus and Paul laid hands on them the Holy Spirit came on them and they spoke tongues and prophesied.
Acts 8:14-17 When the apostles in Jerusalem heard that Samaria had accepted the word of God, they sent Peter and John to them. When they arrived, they prayed for them that they might receive the Holy Spirit, because the Holy Spirit had not yet come upon any of them; they had simply been baptized into the name of the Lord Jesus. Then Peter and John placed their hands on them, and they received the Holy Spirit. 
The believers in Samaria had accepted the Lord and were baptized into the name of Jesus but the Holy Spirit had not come upon them. When Peter and John laid hands on them and prayed for them they received the Holy Spirit.

Baptism in the name of Jesus alone may not guarantee the receiving of Holy Spirit. 
Some believe that laying of hands by pastor at the baptismal service in the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit may be enough for a believer to receive the Holy Spirit at that moment. But we seldom see the new believer speak in tongue and prophesy soon after water baptism even though he/she is baptized in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

Speaking in tongue and prophesy may not happen at every time.
Let us look at Act 9:18, it doesn’t tell us that Saul (Paul) received the Holy Spirit and spoke in tongue and prophesied when he was baptized. Nevertheless he was really filled with the Holy Spirit. No doubt about it.
Whatever the interpretation is, the reality is ALL BELIEVERS MUST HAVE REVEIVED THE HOLY SPIRIT.

John 14:16-17 And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Counselor to be with you forever - the Spirit of truth. The world cannot accept him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But you know him, for he lives with you and will be in you.

If we think we have not yet received the Holy Spirit, pray that God will give us the Holy Spirit.

Acts 1:8 But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.
The purpose of receiving the Holy Spirit is to receive the power.

The power is to be the witness of Jesus Christ.
