Disciple of Christ Cannot Serve Two Masters
How can a servant serve two bosses at the same time?

It is difficult to serve when one boss asks to do something and another boss asks to do another, especially when two bosses ask two different thing which are opposing and in conflict with one another.
Jesus has warned us that if we want to serve God, we cannot serve money.
Serving money means making money our master and controller and doing all things for the sake of money. We cannot be God’s servant if we want to be rich in term of finance. Serving God means God is our master and controller and doing all things for God’s sake.
Matthew 6:24 No servant can serve two masters. Either he will hate the one and love the other, or he will be devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve both God and Money. 
If we serve God we will love God much more than anything else. But if we love money and serve money we will not be able to serve God righteously. Some Christians love money so much that they don’t have time to go to Church, to read the Bible, to pray and to participate in God’s ministry. They follow money too much. It is very sad to hear that some pastors reject the offer to pastor a Church because the salary is too low and benefits are too little.
1 Timothy 6:10 For the love of money is a root of all kinds of evil. Some people, eager for money, have wandered from the faith and pierced themselves with many griefs. 
Money is good and important but the love of money is a root of all kinds of evil. Stealing, cheating, robbery, murder could be originated from love of money and greed. Love of money would bring us grief and damage our faith.

1 Timothy 3:2-3 Now the overseer must be above reproach, the husband of but one wife, temperate, self-controlled, respectable, hospitable, able to teach,  not given to drunkenness, not violent but gentle, not quarrelsome, not a lover of money. 

Pastors, deacons and leaders of the Church must not be a lover of money.

1 John 2:15-17 Do not love the world or anything in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in Him. For everything in the world—the cravings of sinful man, the lust of his eyes and the boasting of what he has and does—comes not from the Father but from the world.  The world and its desires pass away, but the man who does the will of God lives forever. 

Jesus Christ’s disciples have to love God more than worldly things and adhere to His teaching rather than the lust of the eyes and desire of the flesh.
John 6:70 Then Jesus replied, “Have I not chosen you, the Twelve? Yet one of you is a devil!” (He meant Judas, the son of Simon Iscariot, who, though one of the Twelve, was later to betray Him.) 
Matt 26:14-16 Then one of the Twelve-the one called Judas Iscariot-went to the chief priests and asked, "What are you willing to give me if I hand him over to you?" So they counted out for him thirty silver coins. From then on Judas watched for an opportunity to hand him over. 

One of the disciples of Jesus, Judas Iscariot, loved money more than Jesus. He sold Jesus to chief priests with thirty silver coins. Any Christian who makes the name of Jesus Christ being condemned or despiseed because of his/her love of money is “Judas Iscariot.”
John 3:19-21 This is the verdict: “Light has come into the world, but men loved darkness instead of light because their deeds were evil. Everyone who does evil hates the light, and will not come into the light for fear that his deeds will be exposed.  But whoever lives by the truth comes into the light, so that it may be seen plainly that what he has done has been done through God.”

John 8:12 When Jesus spoke again to the people, He said, “I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of life.” 

Ephesian 5:8-10 For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Live as children of light (for the fruit of the light consists in all goodness, righteousness and truth) and find out what pleases the Lord. 
No one can be both the Light and the Darkness at the same time. No disciple of Jesus can be servant of God and servant of Satan at the same time.
Dear fellow disciples of Jesus Christ,

Even though money is very important in our life, let us not allow it to be our master, our director, our god. Let ask all have wisdom from God and know how to be the master of money.

Money is our servant. We are its master.

Jesus is our master and we are His servant.
