Disciple of Christ must be Humble and have 
Servant-hood Mentality

Jesus never thought of Himself highly and arrogant, sit on high place and asked His disciples to serve Him.
We also should not think of ourselves highly as Rev. so so, Dr. so so, Saya so so and expect others to respect and serve us.
I remember one incidence in Northern Thailand when we were having GCI training, most of the trainees pastors were served carefully very much by trainees who were members of the Church. One day a missionary couple, who were the trainers of the training, took their own rice bowls and washed their dishes by themselves. Trainees tried to stop them from doing it but they insisted doing it and showed a lot of humility and servant-hood mentality during training periods. Later all the trainees-pastors followed the example and they all washed their own dishes.

Jesus Christ and Apostles teach us to be humble and to serve others.
Mark 10:45 For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life as a ransom for many.” 

Jesus Christ, Son of God, Son of Man, came from heaven to serve the people, not to be served by the people. 

Matthew 11:29 Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. 

John 13:14 Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also should wash one another’s feet. 
Jesus’ humility was confirmed when He washed His disciples’ feet. He asked us to do the same. 

Philippians 2:5-8 Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus:  Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped, but made himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness.  And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled himself and became obedient to death - even death on a cross! 

1 Peter 1:12 It was revealed to them that they were not serving themselves but you, when they spoke of the things that have now been told you by those who have preached the gospel to you by the Holy Spirit sent from heaven. Even angels long to look into these things. 
Our attitude must be like Jesus Christ in His Servant-hood mentality. Even though He was holy and from high and master of all disciples, He served His disciples and others. We should not say that we are servants of Christ but will not serve others.
Colossians 1:7-8 You learned it from Epaphras, our dear fellow servant, who is a faithful minister of Christ on our behalf, and who also told us of your love in the Spirit. 

2 Corinthians 11:23 Are they servants of Christ? I am more. I am out of my mind to talk like this. 

Colossians 3:23-24  Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for men,  since you know that you will receive an inheritance from the Lord as a reward. It is the Lord Christ you are serving. 
Paul said that he was the servant of Christ and the minister, the pastors are also the servants of Christ. Servants are the one who serve. Serving others is serving Christ. Loving other is loving God.

Romans 12:10 Be devoted to one another in brotherly love. Honor one another above yourselves. 

Philippians 2:3 Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit, but in humility consider others better than yourselves. 
In human nature, we don’t want to be under but above others. We want to be honored instead of we honor others. We want to consider that we are better than others instead of consider others better than us. We don’t even want other to be better than us. But Paul said “honor others above ourselves and consider others better than us.” What’s the contrary?

1 Corinthians 13:4 Love is patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud. 
Are we proud of our position, title, academic degree, richness or success? Pride is not Christian character.

Ephesians 4:2 Be completely humble and gentle; be patient, bearing with one another in love.

1 Peter 3:8 Finally, all of you, live in harmony with one another; be sympathetic, love as brothers, be compassionate and humble. 

1 Peter 5:5-7 Young men, in the same way be submissive to those who are older. All of you, clothe yourselves with humility toward one another, because, “God opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble.”  Humble yourselves, therefore, under God’s mighty hand, that He may lift you up in due time.  Cast all your anxiety on Him because He cares for you.

James 4:6-10 But He gives us more grace. That is why Scripture says: “God opposes the proud but gives grace to the humble.” Submit yourselves, then, to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you.  Come near to God and He will come near to you. Wash your hands, you sinners, and purify your hearts, you double-minded.  Grieve, mourn and wail. Change your laughter to mourning and your joy to gloom.  Humble yourselves before the Lord, and He will lift you up. 

Paul, Peter and James taught us to be humble and submissive. God opposed the proud.

Matthew 23:12 For whoever exalts himself will be humbled, and whoever humbles himself will be exalted. 
Jesus said that who exalts himself will be humbled and who humbles himself will be exalted. Humility must be from the heart not from the lips.
Matthew 18:4 Therefore, whoever humbles himself like this child is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven. 
We think that humility will bring us down. But Jesus said the humble will be the greatest in heaven.

Acts 20:19 I served the Lord with great humility and with tears, although I was severely tested by the plots of the Jews. 
Paul said that he served with great humility and with tears.
Dear brothers and sisters,

Humility is discipleship character; Servant-hood is discipleship mentality.

Pray that God will help us develop such Christ-like character in our Christian life.
