Disciple of Christ must be a person of Scripture
The words of God are known as “The Scriptures” compiled in the book called The Bible.

There are 39 books in Old Testament and 27 books in New Testament.

How much time we spend reading the words of God every day?

Have we read all the books in the Bible?

Most of the believers only read certain books or certain chapters, verses and portions of the Bible once in a while. Very few people have finished reading all the books.
We may not forget to eat food for our physical body but we may forget to read the scriptures for our spiritual life. Our spiritual life will be weakening, suffering, sicken and die if we don’t get inspiration from the words of God in our life.
The life of disciple must base of Scripture because:
1. All scriptures are God-breath. They are filled with power. They are living. They are for teaching the right, rebuking the wrong, correcting the mistake, training the righteousness and admonishing one another.   

2 Timothy 3:16-17  All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work. Colossians 3:16 Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly as you teach and admonish one another with all wisdom, and as you sing psalms, hymns and spiritual songs with gratitude in your hearts to God. 
2. The scriptures are the words of God, not the word of men. No one writes the scripture according to his own understanding and knowledge but it is written by the Holy Spirit under revelation from the Father and the Son. No one has any authority to change the words of God except God himself. A man said that he changed the story in the Bible to make it more interesting and attractive. In fact no one has any authority to change the event and history in the Bible for whatsoever intention or motive.

1 Thessalonians 2:13 And we also thank God continually because, when you received the word of God, which you heard from us, you accepted it not as the word of men, but as it actually is, the word of God, which is at work in you who believe. 

3. When we preach and teach, we preach and teach the words of God, not human philosophy, not human ideology. It must be Spiritual Truth (not make up story) taught by the Holy Spirit, not by men. Not everyone willing to accept the truth. Some may even hate the truth. But only the Truth will set us free from the bondage of sins. Dare to preach and teach the truth?

1 Corinthians 2:12-13 We have not received the spirit of the world but the Spirit who is from God, that we may understand what God has freely given us. This is what we speak, not in words taught us by human wisdom but in words taught by the Spirit, expressing spiritual truths in spiritual words. 

4. The words of God are the Sword of Spirit, a powerful weapon to fight against Satan. Don’t use any other weapon in fighting against Satan. Not our knowledge or degrees or titles but by the words of God only. Jesus used the words of God in His victory against Satanic temptations.

Ephesians 6:17 Take the helmet of salvation and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God. 

5. The word of God is living-active-double-edged-sword. Nothing can stand against it. It can even judge the thoughts and attitudes of our hearts.

Hebrews 4:12 For the word of God is living and active. Sharper than any double-edged sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes of the heart. 

6. It is the word of life. If we want our spiritual life to be alive and well we need to consume the words of God every day.

Philippians 2:15-16 so that you may become blameless and pure, children of God without fault in a crooked and depraved generation, in which you shine like stars in the universe as you hold out the word of  life in order that I may boast on the day of Christ that I did not run or labor for nothing. 

7. It is important to know how to use the words of God correctly. Some do not know the scriptures well and teach in the wrong manner, teaching and wrong interpretation. It is serious and dangerous. We must know well before we teach others. Not to teach is better than teaching the wrong things.

2 Timothy 2:15 Do your best to present yourself to God as one approved, a workman who does not need to be ashamed and who correctly handles the word of truth. 

8. We have seen many good things and bad things both in the Old Testament and New Testament. They were recorded for our lessons to learn.

Romans 15:4 For everything that was written in the past was written to teach us, so that through endurance and the encouragement of the Scriptures we might have hope. 

9. Our joy complete by the scriptures.

1 John 1:4 We write this to make our joy complete. 

10. We cannot get eternal life by reading Scriptures but by believing in Jesus only. Scriptures telling us and directing us to Jesus our Savior.

John 5:39-40 You diligently study the Scriptures because you think that by them you possess eternal life.  These are the Scriptures that testify about me, yet you refuse to come to me to have life. 
11. Scriptures are just like milk for the baby in the life of new believers for their Spiritual growth.

1 Peter 2:2-3 Like newborn babies, crave pure spiritual milk, so that by it you may grow up in your salvation, now that you have tasted that the Lord is good. 

12. This is very important point to learn that Bereans examined the Scriptures every day to see if Paul teaching was true and biblical. We also need to double check with the Bible to see whether the sermons preached by preachers and pastors are correct and biblical.

Acts 17:11 Now the Bereans were of more noble character than the Thessalonians, for they received the message with great eagerness and examined the Scriptures every day to see if what Paul said was true.

13. Reading without believing, following and practicing is useless, hearing without believing, obeying and practicing is also useless.

Luke 11:28 He replied, “Blessed rather are those who hear the word of God and obey it.” 

Matthew 7:24 Therefore everyone who hears these words of mine and puts them into practice is like a wise man who built his house on the rock.

14. This is a final warning to us that we cannot change the word of God according to our idea, we cannot add to the word of God according to our idea. God will punish the one who add or take away the original word of God from the Holy Scripture.

Revelation 22:18-19 I warn everyone who hears the words of the prophecy of this book: If anyone adds anything to them, God will add to him the plagues described in this book.  And if anyone takes words away from this book of prophecy, God will take away from him his share in the tree of life and in the holy city, which are described in this book.
