There are five categories of people related to Jesus Christ

1. Followers
It can be defined as “those who follow Jesus for whatever reasons.”

Many people followed Jesus for various reasons.

Matthew 8:1 Large crowds followed Him for different reasons.
Matthew 9:27 Two blind men followed Him, calling out, “Have mercy on us, Son of David!”. They wanted Jesus to heal their blindness. 

Matthew 12:15 Many followed Him for physical healing.

Matthew 14:13 The crowds followed Him on foot from town to town to see miracles.

Luke 23:27 A large number of people and women followed Him because of their sorrow.

Luke 9:10-14 The crowds followed him because they wanted to hear His teaching, receive healing and eating food He fed. 

Matthew 19:27 Peter followed because he was called to follow Him.

2. Believers
It can be defined as “those who believe that Jesus Christ is Son of God, Lord and Savior but may or may not follow Him and worship Him.”

People may believe Jesus Christ as teacher or philosopher or prophet or son of God or God or Savior but may or may not accept Him and worship Him.

Simon Peter and friends believe, follow and worship
John 6:69 
People in Jerusalem believe, follow and worship
Acts 2:44

Samaritans believe, follow and worship
John 4:39-41 

Simon of Samaria believes, follow and worship
Acts 8:13
Evil spirit believes but do not worship
Mark 5:6-7, James 2:19 

3. Christians
Greek word “Christianos” 

The Biblical meaning is “Adherent of Christ” who believe and follow.
Acts 11:25-26 The disciples were called Christians first at Antioch. 

Nowadays, those believe in Jesus, confess their sins and are baptized in water in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit are called Christians.
4. Disciples
It can be defined as “those who believe Jesus Christ is God, Lord and Savior, accept Him, worship Him, follow and adhere to His teaching, and put them into practice.”

They are true followers, true believers and true Christians.

John 8:31 To the Jews who had believed Him, Jesus said, “If you hold to my teaching, you are really my disciples”

Luke 14:26-27 “If anyone comes to me and does not hate his father and mother, his wife and children, his brothers and sisters - yes, even his own life - he cannot be my disciple. And anyone who does not carry his cross and follow me cannot be my disciple.” 

Luke 14:33 In the same way, any of you who does not give up everything he has cannot be my disciple . 

John 19:38 Later, Joseph of Arimathea asked Pilate for the body of Jesus. Now Joseph was a disciple of Jesus, but secretly because he feared the Jews. With Pilate’s permission, he came and took the body away.

Acts 9:10 In Damascus there was a disciple named Ananias. The Lord called to him in a vision, “Ananias!” “Yes, Lord,” he answered. 

Acts 9:26 When he (Paul) came to Jerusalem, he tried to join the disciples, but they were all afraid of him, not believing that he really was a disciple . 

Acts 9:36 In Joppa there was a disciple named Tabitha (which, when translated, is Dorcas), who was always doing good and helping the poor. 
5. Apostles
Greek word “apostolos” means a delegate; specially an ambassador of the Gospel; officially a commissioner of Christ with miraculous powers. (Strong’s Greek/Hebrews definition)

Mark 3:14-15 He appointed twelve - designating them apostles - that they might be with Him and that He might send them out to preach and to have authority to drive out demons. 

Mark 6:30 The apostles gathered around Jesus and reported to Him all they had done and taught. 

Galatians 2:8 For God, who was at work in the ministry of Peter as an apostle to the Jews, was also at work in my ministry (Paul’s) as an apostle to the Gentiles.
