God also answers the prayer of other people

We always believe that God will hear our prayer (Christians’ prayer) when we pray to Him.

What about other people’s prayer (non-Christians’ prayer)? Will God hear them when they pray to Him?

2 Chronicles 6:32-33 As for the foreigner who does not belong to your people Israel but has come from a distant land because of your great name and your mighty hand and your outstretched arm-when he comes and prays toward this temple, then hear from heaven, your dwelling place, and do whatever the foreigner asks of you, so that all the peoples of the earth may know your name and fear you, as do your own people Israel, and may know that this house I have built bears your Name. 

Solomon asked God to hear the prayer of foreigners (who did not know God) and do what they have asked for so that the people on earth will know God.

Acts 10:30-32 Cornelius answered: "four days ago I was in my house praying at this hour, at three in the afternoon. Suddenly a man in shining clothes stood before me and said, 'Cornelius, God has heard your prayer and remembered your gifts to the poor. Send to Joppa for Simon who is called Peter. He is a guest in the home of Simon the tanner, who lives by the sea.”
Cornelius was Gentile. He did not know Jesus. He was not believer. But God heard his prayer and He sent an angel to him. I am sure Cornelius did not pray in Jesus’ name since he did not know Jesus.
