God of Second Chance

God always gives second chance to His children.

He never turns His face away forever when His children fail Him for the first time.

There are many examples to be cited from both OT and NT.

I’ll like to give two best examples in the New Testament.

One is prodigal son. (Luke 15:11-24)
Father forgives his rebellious son and welcomes him back warmly. Like wise God also welcomes us back warmly when we repent and come back to Him.

And another example is Jesus’ disciple Peter.

Peter said that he loved Jesus so much. Even if all fall away on account of Jesus, he would never will. Even if he had to die with Jesus, he would never disown Jesus. (Matthew 26:33-35)
But later on when Jesus was arrested Peter denied Jesus three times. (Matthew 26:69-75)

But after Jesus resurrection, He appeared to Peter, who deserted Him, and dined with him and asked, “Simon son of John, do you truly love me more than these?" 

Peter said, "Yes, Lord," "you know that I love you."

Again Jesus said, "Simon son of John, do you truly love me?" 

He answered, "Yes, Lord, you know that I love you."

Jesus said, "Take care of my sheep." 

The third time he said to him, "Simon son of John, do you love me?" 
Peter was hurt because Jesus asked him the third time, "Do you love me?" He said, "Lord, you know all things; you know that I love you." 
Jesus said, "Feed my sheep. (John 21:15-17)
Then on the day of Pentecost, the Holy Spirit came upon them. Peter stood up and spoke the message. Three thousand repented and baptized.

And Peter became the pioneer of missions.

Have we denied Jesus in the past?

Have we run away from Jesus in the past?

Have we betrayed Jesus in the past?

Repent now and come back to the Lord.

He is waiting for your return.
