Holy Spirit gives us Revelation
John 16:13 But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come. 

Holy Spirit will give us revelation.
Mark 12:36 David himself, speaking by the Holy Spirit, declared: The Lord said to my Lord: “Sit at my right hand until I put your enemies under your feet.” 

Revelation given to David.
Luke 2:26-27 It had been revealed to him by the Holy Spirit that he would not die before he had seen the Lord's Christ. Moved by the Spirit, he went into the temple courts. When the parents brought in the child Jesus to do for him what the custom of the Law required,

Revelation given to Simeon.
1 Cor 2:10-11 but God has revealed it to us by his Spirit. The Spirit searches all things, even the deep things of God. For who among men knows the thoughts of a man except the man's spirit within him? In the same way no one knows the thoughts of God except the Spirit of God. 

God’s revelation to us by Holy Spirit.

Eph 3:4-5 In reading this, then, you will be able to understand my insight into the mystery of Christ, which was not made known to men in other generations as it has now been revealed by the Spirit to God's holy apostles and prophets. 

Revelation to Apostles and prophets.
1 Tim 4:1 The Spirit clearly says that in later times some will abandon the faith and follow deceiving spirits and things taught by demons. 

This is a very important revelation by Holy Spirit that in a later time some will follow deceiving spirits and things taught by demons. Remember there are deceiving spirits and wrong teaching by demons.
2 Pet 1:21 For prophecy never had its origin in the will of man, but men spoke from God as they were carried along by the Holy Spirit.

All real prophecy is from God by Holy Spirit. False prophecy is originated from men.
Rev 2:7, 11, 29
7 He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. To him who overcomes, I will give the right to eat from the tree of life, which is in the paradise of God. 11 He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. He who overcomes will not be hurt at all by the second death. 29 He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches. 

Holy Spirit speaks to the Church through many ways and channels, but do we hear Him? If we don’t hear Holy Spirit speaking in our Church, our Church is not a living Church because the dead does not have the sense of hearing and seeing.

Rev 14:13 Then I heard a voice from heaven say, “Write: Blessed are the dead who die in the Lord from now on.” “Yes,” says the Spirit, “they will rest from their labor, for their deeds will follow them.” 

Revelation regarding final destination for those who died in the Lord with truth and righteousness.

Dear brothers and sisters,
Holy Spirit has given revelation to our forefathers.

He is still giving us revelation today.

Let us open our ears to hear and our eyes to see.
