How do we use God’s money?

How do we use our Church Offering is much more important than 
how do we collect the money!

Different churches have different way of getting money from members of the church or believers or people who are attending the church whether by the tithe (10% of total income), plus or minus regular Sunday worship offering or special collection for special purpose.

We use to say a prayer to handover our offering to God every after collection.

All our collections BELONGED to GOD, not ours any more because we have already given to Him. If we want to use these offering (money) we have to ask God, the owner of these money.

Do we ask God when we are about going to use these offering?

What are these offering for?

Is it for the salary of the pastor/s only?

Is it for buying material things for the church?

Is it for church picnic, outing or grand dinner?

Is it for evangelism and missions?
Is it for the poor, widows, orphans and others who are in need?

These are very important questions for all churches.
Let us look at two examples.

Acts 5:1-11 

Ananias and his wife Sapphira sold a piece of property. They kept back part of the money for themselves, but brought the rest and put it at the apostles’ feet. 

They lied to Peter. Peter said that they had not lied to men but to God.

Both of them fell down and died immediately.

That is the example of the consequences of stealing God’s money.
Before you consecrated to God by prayer it is still your. But after you have consecrated to God it is no longer yours.
If we use church money that has been consecrated to God by prayer after collection without permission from God is stealing God’s money.

Second example is Matthew 25:41-46
God will judge those people on the left and send them to hell because they don’t feed those who have no food to eat, they don’t give water to those who are thirsty, they don’t invite the stranger in, they don’t clothe those who have no clothes, they don’t visit the sick and prisoners.
How much do we use our offering for those purposes?
We give offering to the church to feed those who are hungry, to clothe those who have no clothes, to help the poor, orphans, sick, widows, to spread good news in evangelism and missions on our behalf.
Is it right for us to use God’s money in our picnic, grand dinner,  social gathering without asking God’s permission? We may say that the church have agreed at the meeting BUT does God agree?
Is it right for us not to show our church account, income and expenses to the people who give the money?

Is it right for us not to allow people to ask and check our church’s finance?

The responsible person/s have the full responsibility in using God’s money and answerable to God.
Romans 14:12 So then, each of us will give an account of himself to God.

2 Corinthians 5:10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that each one may receive what is due him for the things done while in the body, whether good or bad.
Let us use God’s money wisely in accordance with His will and desire
