1. We need to ask .(pray) (Matthew 7:7-8;11; Luke 11:9)

2. We must agree with one another in our prayer. (Matthew 18:19)

3. We must ask God the Father. (Matthew 6:6, 6:9, John 15:16, 16:23)

4. Pray to God. (1Corinthians 11:13)

5. We must ask in the name of Jesus. (John 14:13-14, 15:16, 16:23-26) 

6. God will not answer our prayer if our hands are covered with blood. (Isa 1:15, 59:2-3)

7. We must believe, without doubt, that God will give what we ask. (Matthew 21:22, James 1:6-7)

8. We must not ask with wrong motive. ( James 4:3)

9. We must ask God to answer our prayer in accordance with His will. (1John 5:14-15)

10. We must keep His commandments and do the things that are pleasing Him so that He will answer our prayer. (1John 3:22, John 14:15)

11. Do not pray like hypocrites. ( Matthew 6:5)

12. Do not keep on babbling like pagans in our prayer. (Matthew 6:7)

13. Pray quietly in the room. ( Matthew 6:6)

14. Praising Father God in our prayer. ( Matthew 6:9)

15. Seeking God’s will in our prayer. (Matthew 6:10)

16. Ask for daily bread for today. (Matthew 6:11)

17. Forgive debtors in our prayer. ( Matthew 6:12)

18. Ask for forgiveness. (Matthew 6:12)

19. Ask for guidance not to be lead into temptation. ( Matthew 6:13)

20. Pray for not falling to temptation. (Mark 14:38; Luke 22:40)

21. Ask for deliverance from evil. (Matthew 6:13)

22. Always pray and not give up. ( Luke 18:1)

23. Always on the watch, and pray that we may be able to escape all that is about to happen, and that you may be able to stand before the Son of Man. (Luke 21:36)

24. Pray continually. ( 1Thessalonians 5:17)

25. Fast and pray. ( Luke 5:33; Acts 13:2)

26. Repent and pray. (Acts 8:22)

27. Kneel and pray. (Acts 21:5)

28. Pray with spirit. (1Corinthians 14:5; Ephesians 6:18)

29. Pray with mind. (1 Corinthians 14:5)

30. Pray for not to do anything wrong. (2Corinthians 13:7)

31. Pray that our eyes will be enlightened. (Ephesians 1:18)

32. Pray for others. (Ephesians 6:19; Colossians 1:3)
