Paralyzed woman sits up and eats
As a medical doctor, I use my medical knowledge, medicine and surgery in treating many diseases. But I believe healing is not from medicine or surgery. It is from God. Only God can heal. But we can help and be an instrument of God’s healing.

During my 26 years of medical services I have experienced many sicknesses both big and small, minor and major, serious and ordinary sicknesses. May I just share with you one of my many experiences in God’s miraculous healing. 

In the year 1997, I traveled to South West China to attend a graduation of village doctors training program conducted by Christian Mission Organization. After the graduation ceremony I went to a small village with one of the graduates, a Chinese doctor, to stay with him for a week and give him practical training again. The village was small and all of the villagers were Buddhist. Not a single Christian in the village. One morning I went to the market with a Chinese doctor. When we were shopping, a man said to Chinese doctor, “ Hey Dr. ..., have you heard about Mrs.....? She had stroke yesterday. It is so serious. She was in coma. I think she is dead by now.” Then Dr.... said to me that he knew that woman. He asked me if I am interested in going to see her with him. I said, “OK” and we went to another village on our motorbike to see the woman. When we got there we saw many people in the front yard of the house. People were busy preparing for the funeral. Some people are making coffin in the ground floor of the house. I asked the people who were making coffin, “Has the woman died?” They said, “Not yet. We think she will died today. We have to make everything ready for funeral.” Then I went upstairs with Chinese doctor. I saw the upper room was packed with people. We went into the room. It was really dark and full of people mourning. And I saw a woman lying on the floor. I asked, “Is she dead?” They said, “Not yet” Then I was introduced to them by my friend Chinese doctor. I asked permission if I could see and examine her. They said, “OK”. After examination I discovered that the woman had stroke and one side of her body was paralyzed. She was unconscious. Her blood pressure was very high. I knew that it was because of high blood pressure that made her got stroke. She might have a chance of recovery if we could lower her blood pressure. I asked, “Can I try to give her treatment to save her life?” The relatives said, “No. A Chinese doctor had tried many times already. He gave many injections to her last night. No improvement. He has given up. No use to try again.” They did not allow me to try. A few minutes later a relative of the woman came to me and said, “Dr. Sai, our relatives agreed to let you try.” Then I went back to the market again with my friend Chinese doctor and tried to find medicine for hypertension. But we did not find any. Finally I got one vial of medicine that could induce urine output. It’s called Diuretic. It was not anti-hypertensive drugs. But it could help reduce the blood pressure. Then I came back to the house and gave that injection. Then I told all the relatives and people who were watching me, “This medicine is not the best medicine. It can only help a little bit. But I have my God who is really powerful. He can do all things. He can save life. He can heal this woman. He is Jesus Christ in heaven. Will you allow me to pray to my God and ask Him to heal this woman?” They all looked at one another for a while because they have never heard about God in heaven and Jesus Christ. Then they said, “OK. Pray to your God.” I then asked them, “If you agree with what I pray, will you say Amen together with me when I finished my prayer?” They all said, “OK. We’ll do that”. Then I prayed to God in a loud voice, “Heavenly Father God, may your holy name be glorified today. Please show your power and authority by healing this woman. I pray that all these people will see you and believe in you by seeing your miracle. Lord, please heal this woman. In Jesus’ name I pray. Amen.” All the people surrounding me also said Amen with me. Wonderful!

The I asked permission to leave. I told them that God would take care.

My friend Chinese doctor and I went back to our village one hour journey by motorbike. 

Next day I was ready to leave the village and return to Hong Kong. But before leaving, I went back to see the paralyzed woman in the village. When we got to the village in front of the house, it was completely silent. I could see no one in front yard. It was a completely different scene from yesterday. What’s happened? My friend Chinese doctor said, “I think the woman is death and they all are out to the cemetery. Wait here. I’ll go in the house and find out.” As I was waiting outside the bamboo gate, an old man approached me and said, “What are you waiting for? Why don’t you go in?” Then I asked the old man, “Do you know the woman in this house? She was very sick yesterday. Is she death?” Then the old man said, “No. She is OK. She has already regained her consciousness.” My friend a Chinese doctor came running down from the upper floor with the woman’s son and called me to go up to the upper room. There I saw the woman sitting and eating food. 

Hallelujah! Praise the Lord! God has listened to my prayer and done it!

Acts 3:2-7 Now a man crippled from birth was being carried to the temple gate called Beautiful, where he was put every day to beg from those going into the temple courts. When he saw Peter and John about to enter, he asked them for money. Peter looked straight at him, as did John. Then Peter said, "Look at us!" So the man gave them his attention, expecting to get something from them. 

Then Peter said, "Silver or gold I do not have, but what I have I give you. In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, walk." Taking him by the right hand, he helped him up, and instantly the man's feet and ankles became strong.
