Power of Holy Spirit

Jesus Christ was anointed with the power of Holy Spirit 
When Jesus was baptized by John the Holy Spirit descent upon Him and He was filled with the Holy Spirit and full of power to overcome Satanic temptation. (Matthew 3:16-4:10)

God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and power. (Act 10:38)

Jesus knew when power had gone out from Him. (Mark 5:30)

Jesus drove our demons many times by the Spirit of God. (Matthew 12:28)

Jesus drove out evil spirit by power. (Luke 4:36)

Jesus healed the sick by power. (Luke 5:17)

Jesus’ ministry in Galilee in the power of the Spirit. (Luke 4:14)

Jesus has done many miracles by the power of Holy Spirit.

It was promised to us by Jesus Christ
Luke 24:49 I am going to send you what my Father has promised; but stay in the city until you have been clothed with power from on high.

Act 1:8 But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.

The power of Holy Spirit was promised by our Lord Jesus Christ before He had gone back to heaven. Jesus asked His disciples not to go anywhere before they were clothed with the power because they needed the power from the most high to be His witness in the world in spiritual warfare.

The power of Holy Spirit bestowed on Disciples
2 Tim 1:7 For God did not give us a spirit of timidity, but a spirit of power, of love and of self-discipline. 

Romans 15:18-19 I will not venture to speak of anything except what Christ has accomplished through me in leading the Gentiles to obey God by what I have said and done-- by the power of signs and miracles, through the power of the Spirit. So from Jerusalem all the way around to Illyricum, I have fully proclaimed the gospel of Christ. 
1 Corinthians 2:12-15 We have not received the spirit of the world but the Spirit who is from God, that we may understand what God has freely given us. This is what we speak, not in spiritually discerned. The spiritual man makes judgments about all things, but he himself is not subject to any man's judgment: 
Paul claimed that he preached, taught, did miracles, signs and wonders by the power of Holy Spirit not by teaching of men. He was neither taught nor trained by anybody except Holy Spirit. He even did not have opportunity of following Jesus and learning from Him when Jesus was alive in the world. Other disciples also performed miracles by the power of Holy Spirit. We. Disciples of Christ, can also do the same.
Acts 4:33 With great power the apostles continued to testify to the resurrection of the Lord Jesus, and much grace was upon them all. 

Apostles testified with power.

Acts 6:8 Now Stephen, a man full of God's grace and power, did great wonders and miraculous signs among the people.

Signs and wonders were done by Stephen through the power of Holy Spirit.

1 Cor 2:4-5 My message and my preaching were not with wise and persuasive words, but with a demonstration of the Spirit's power, so that your faith might not rest on men's wisdom, but on God's power. 
1 Thess 1:4-5 For we know, brothers loved by God, that he has chosen you, because our gospel came to you not simply with words, but also with power , with the Holy Spirit and with deep conviction. You know how we lived among you for your sake. 

Paul said that he did not speak with wise and persuasive words but with the power of Holy Spirit. This is very important point. Sometimes we have heard people saying, “This preacher has preached very powerful message”. The powerful message is the message from God, full of power and changing life.
1 Cor 4:20  For the kingdom of God is not a matter of talk but of power.

If our preaching, teaching and talking are merely based on our academic, biblical and theological knowledge but without the power of Holy Spirit, the result will be very disappointing.

Whenever Billy Graham is going to hold evangelistic rally, he always asks Churches to pray for him daily for at least one year. His preaching is based on power. But sadly to say, some preachers do not prepare their sermons until last minutes. Some even do not know what they are going to preach until last minute.

Eph 3:16-19 I pray that out of his glorious riches he may strengthen you with power through his Spirit in your inner being, so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith. And I pray that you, being rooted and established in love, may have power , together with all the saints, to grasp how wide and long and high and deep is the love of Christ, and to know this love that surpasses knowledge-that you may be filled to the measure of all the fullness of God. 

Paul prayed for us that we might have power.

2 Peter 1:3 His divine power has given us everything we need for life and godliness through our knowledge of him who called us by his own glory and goodness. 

Conclusion:

All Christians must have received Holy Spirit.

Whoever has received Holy Spirit must have received Power.

The Power will make us His effective witnesses and victory over Satanic attack.
Sings and wonders will follow in our ministry.

His name will be glorified by the miracles done by the Power of Holy Spirit.

Do not misuse of the Power for your self-gain.

Do not pretend that you have the Power if you do not really have it.

Acts 19:13-16 Some Jews who went around driving out evil spirits tried to invoke the name of the Lord Jesus over those who were demon-possessed. They would say, "In the name of Jesus, whom Paul preaches, I command you to come out." seven sons of Sceva, a Jewish chief priest, were doing this. [one day] the evil spirit answered them, "Jesus I know, and I know about Paul, but who are you ?" Then the man who had the evil spirit jumped on them and overpowered them all. He gave them such a beating that they ran out of the house naked and bleeding.
