After flying Thai airways international from Hongolkg to Bangkok three hours flight we transit to @strc
airline to Northern Thailand. After one hour flighe arrived Chiangrai onf"6December. Then we traveled |
car to notorious golden triangle formerly occupbgddrug warlord Khun Sa, Thoed Thai village, foriyer
known as Hein Tak village. Then our team checkeat iRim Taan guest house at 10 PM.

Next day morning we had our breakfast, Shan noadilé ,boarded the truck to Shan refugee camp. Wd cq
only take the truck to halfway because of restd@ecess to the camp. We then walked up and dosvn th

narrow, slippery and muddy road around the mouritaid5 minutes then we finally arrived refugee pam
safely.




In refugee camp there were more than three thoysampole taking refuge there after escaping
from atrocity committed against them by Burmesatary junta. The sad situation was, they were
neither recognized as refugees nor did supportMHMCR because they were only considered gs
internally displace people from Shan States. Theyggled to live only by natural resources ang

generosit of kind hearted people and neighb

It was winter and the temperature was about 6 @edirevas extremely cold on the mountain in the
morning and evening. By your generous support we\able to give blankets to elderly people.
There were many children in the camp. Most of thé&loen under one year old were malnourished. By

your generous support we were able to give milkgens to the babies and children.




There were more than two hundred children learaingrimary school provided at refugee
camp by a small group of high school level educ&adhers. All of the students did not have
enough notebooks to write.

By your generous donation we were able to buy heoglof notebooks and gave it to the
students and terachers.

There was a small makeshift hospital in refugeepcatmich was very important to provide basic
medical services to refugees even though theyalithave well trained qualified medical personnel.

Mine explosion and injury were very common becdBigema military junta planted many mine in th
forest on the border between Thailand and Burmarcheng for food in the forest was dangerous.

This man has lost both of his hands, his left eyt @art of his intestine because of mine explosion
few months ago. He can now use a spoon tied tarhputated right hand with a plastic pipe to scaep t
food and feed him. It was not done by qualifiedupational therapist but by local medic.

We could only give words of encouragement and prey@me people come to the Lord in this
makeshift hospital. We also gave him a small sivaxte radio to listen every morning to our Shan gbsp
messages broadcast from FEBC. Our medical teanmeddwadf day clinic for the people of refugee camp

When members of our team divided them into two gspehildren and teenager groups, and led them
in games and having fun with singing, dancing alagipg games, they could no longer shut their msuth
and not stop laughing. This may be the first timerghey have had such opportunity to play andHhaug
The school principal stopped teaching and asketth@lstudents to join the fellowship.

We realized that even a single balloon was prediotisem. They may even fight for it.

We gave the leaders of the @ashort wave radio which can tune into our Shan
Gospel Broadcasting from Far East Broadcasting Gomwypfirom Philippines. We also plan to send qut
a Shan evangelist to the mountain and preach thigefjto them once a month. The leaders and

villagers welcome our proposal.
The camp has a difficulty in supporting their fiilhe teachers at school financially. We were

able to give them money to buy twenty five pigketsaise them up to get the income to support the
teachers and school.
