In 2001, we have first started our missions among the Shan in natorious golden triangle of 
Northern Thailand where all narcotic drugs were being produced and distributed to the whole world by 
drug kingpin Khun Sa before he surrendered to Myanmar Military Government in 1996. 
Our evangelists have to walk miles every day to preach gospel and visit villages. In 2003, one of our 
friends from EEC, Mr. David, has donated a motorcycle for our evangelists. It’s very helpful. By this 
small motorcycle, our evangelists can go faster to visit villages. On Sunady, this small motorcycle was 
used as transportation vehicle to pick up children from villages to come to Church for Sunday school and 
also sent them back to villages after Sunday school. Even on rainy day, kids were covered with plastic 
sheet and ferried on motorbike.
