Serving Others is Serving God
Ephesians 6:7-8

7 Serve wholeheartedly, as if you were serving the Lord, not men, 8 because you know that the Lord will reward everyone for whatever good he does, whether he is slave or free.
I always teach that as we are working in our work, whether high position or low position, whether high pay or low pay, whether dirty work or clean work, please do not think that we are serving our boss or our company. Please consider that we are serving God among the people.

We praise God for those serving in low-paid dirty works. If we don’t have them what is going to happen to us?

We praise God for those serving in high-paid high position. If we don’t have them what is going to happen to us?

We are not serving for money. We are paid ( we get the money ) for our service. We deserve it.
We should not grumble, murmur or complain when serving others. Rejoice as we serve as we are serving God.

If we consider our services are to the boss or company only, we’ll be very frustrated, disappointed and angry. But if we consider our services are to God, we have joy and peace at work.

Please do not think that those who are in the ministry full-time and being paid by the church are only ones who serve God. Our services to the people and community are services to God.
Whatever we do to others are doing it to God especially to the poor and needy.

Matthew 25:40 The King will reply, “I tell you the truth, whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers of mine, you did for me.”
If we don’t do to those who are in need, we are not doing it to God.
Matthew 25:45

He will reply, “I tell you the truth, whatever you did not do for one of the least of these, you did not do for me.”
