Solomon Kingdom and Lion Statutes

We are very familiar with lion statutes sitting in front of Buddhist pagodas in Burma.

Why do they like lion statute? According to tradition the two lion statues at the entrance to the Pagoda provide protection from evil elements. Are they related to Jewish tradition and culture? King Solomon was very fond of lion statutes. He used lion statutes when he built his kingdom.  

1 Kings 10:19-20 The throne had six steps, and its back had a rounded top. On both sides of the seat were armrests, with a lion standing beside each of them. Twelve lions stood on the six steps, one at either end of each step. Nothing like it had ever been made for any other kingdom.

2 Chronicles 9:17-19 Then the king made a great throne inlaid with ivory and overlaid with pure gold. The throne had six steps, and a footstool of gold was attached to it. On both sides of the seat were armrests, with a lion standing beside each of them. Twelve lions stood on the six steps, one at either end of each step. Nothing like it had ever been made for any other kingdom.
