Sower and the Seeds
Jesus gives us a parable in Matthew 13:1-23 about Sower and the Seeds.

Who are the sowers? The sowers are the ones who preach good news to the people.

What are the seeds? The seeds are the message of the gospel.
We use to think that pastors, evangelists, missionaries are the sowers. In fact whoever preaches the gospel are the sowers.

When we study carefully about “sowing seeds”, we have many important lessons.
The sower:

1. Does not choose the ground.

2. Scattering the seeds everywhere.

3. Does not sow where there are already plants growing or grown.

Do we choose the place where to preach the gospel?

Do we choose the people to preach the gospel?

Do we preach to any one anywhere at any time?

Do we just preach the gospel to Christians who have already believed?

Do we just preach in the Church?

Some Bible translators use the word “scattering” in sowing seeds.
Scatter means to separate and make it go to different directions to different places.

I think about those who preach gospel in radio, TV and internet. They preach the gospel to everywhere through these media. Just scattering the seeds of gospel to everywhere whoever tune in.
The seeds:

1. Fell along the paths and were eaten by birds.

2. Fell on rocky places, shallow soil, sprang up quickly, no root, scorched by the sun and withered.

3. Fell among thorns, grew up but choked by thorns.

4. Fell on good soil, produce crop – a hundred, sixty or thirty times.

The people may hear our gospel but they do not believe because of Satanic control in their life.

The people may hear our gospel and accept it immediate but the root of the faith is not deep in their heart and when they face problems, difficulties, troubles and persecution, they abandon their faith.

The people may hear our gospel and accept it but because of worldly desire, attachment and worry about their worldly treasure and pleasure, their faith do not grow and not have Christian characters.

The people may hear our gospel, understand it, accept it, follow it, practice it, and multiply it to hundred, sixty or thirty times.
The seed may not grow in one day. It may take time.

People may not believe at one hearing. It may need more time.

The seed may fall everywhere but do not worry.

Our gospel may go everywhere but do not anxious.
1 Corinthians 3:6-9 “I planted the seed, Apollos watered it, but God made it grow . So neither he who plants nor he who waters is anything, but only God, who makes things grow . The man who plants and the man who waters have one purpose, and each will be rewarded according to his own labor. For we are God's fellow workers; you are God's field, God's building.”

Be the seeds sower!
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
