Four Stages in Human Spiritual Life provided by God

Stage One – Freedom Stage
In the beginning God created Adam and Eve, the first human being on earth. (Genesis 1:27)

Did God know that Adam and Eve, the first human being whom He had created, would disobey Him and eat the fruit of knowledge, which He commanded not to eat and became sinners? I think God knew it. He is God of omniscience. He knows all things, the past, the present and the future.

Why didn’t God stop them from committing sin?

Even though human beings were created by God and God was their creator and master, He did not control them. He did not rule over them as dictator. Instead He gave them freedom to choose for their own life and future. (Genesis 2:15-17)

They made wrong choice and wrong decision and committed sins. (Genesis 1:6-7)

Does God know that you are going to do sinful thing? Yes He does.

Why doesn’t He stop you from committing sin? You are given freedom to choose as He had given to Adam and Eve. Even now God still gives us “freedom” to choose for our salvation. For the children of God, Christians, if we do good according to His laws and commandments, God will allow us to continue doing it, living joyfully, peacefully and healthily in life. He will not interfere until we have gone the wrong way and done the wrong things. If we have committed sin, we are now going into second stage.

Stage Two – Guidance Stage
But if we, Christians, continue doing bad things, sinful things against His will in our life, He will take back our freedom. (Genesis 3:23-24)

However it does not mean that God has abandoned us. He will start to remind us by many ways and means in many different situations to remind us, warn us, guide us back to the right track to be right with Him and have fellowship with Him. At this stage there may be difficulties, pains, sorrows, sufferings and even death during the time of discipline. (Genesis 15:13, Nehemiah 9:28, Isaiah 54:7, Acts 7:6)

After guidance stage, God will continue rescuing us from our sins. This is third stage.

Stage Three – Restoration Stage
After committing sin, Adam and Eve became the slaves of Satan. God had lost them. They were driven out from Garden of Eden. (Genesis 3:23-24) 

Then God tried to restore them to Him by giving them Laws and commandments to observe. (Exodus 20:1-17)

When people follow His commandments and observe the laws, God was with them and they were with the Lord. But again and again people deserted God and worshipped other gods. The restoration stage failed to gain reconciliation through the Laws.

Now God has to make another plan to restore His people by offering salvation through His Son Jesus Christ. Whoever believes in Jesus Christ and accept Him as his/her personal Savior he/she is being restored to God and has eternal fellowship with Him in heaven. (John 3:16) This is the last and final stage of restoration.

However if the people refuse to accept the free gift of salvation through Jesus Christ, he/she will be abandoned into the hand of Satan (Jug 6:13; 2 Ch 12:5; Isa 2:6; Lam 2:7; 1Timothy 1:19; 1Corithians 5:5) and he/she will be in stage four.

Stage Four – Satanic Stage
Now the rebellious people will be under Satanic control. They will become slaves of Satan and do whatever Satan has commanded them and living in sins, refusing to repent.

If he/she dies under Satanic control, he/she will end up in hell. (1 Corinthians 5:4-5, 1 Timothy 1:20)

However he/she still has a chance to repent and come back to the Lord by his/her own conviction any time before he/she dies.
