The Faith That Saves

When some one says, “I have faith on you”, he means “he trust you”
Faith is a “complete and absolute confidence” without reservation and doubt.

We believe in Christ and we have faith on Him. No doubt about it. But the question is: How much do you trust Him? 

There are different kinds of faith.

1. Intellectual faith ( we trust according to our knowledge and understanding )
2. Temporary faith ( we trust when we need Him and abandon it when it doesn’t happen according to our wishes or when our wishes are fulfilled )
3. Saving faith ( unwavering faith that leads to eternal life )
Some religions trust their own effort to escape hell.
We, Christians, trust Jesus that He will save us and believe that we will go to heaven by our faith in Him.

Hebrews 11:1 Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see. Paul gives us a definition of Faith. Faith is believing the promises which have been seen yet but  it will certainly happen. 
Romans 4:18-21 Against all hope, Abraham in hope believed and so became the father of many nations, just as it had been said to him, “so shall your offspring be.”  Without weakening in his faith, he faced the fact that his body was as good as dead since he was about a hundred years old and that Sarah’s womb was also dead.  Yet he did not waver through unbelief regarding the promise of God, but was strengthened in his faith and gave glory to God,  being fully persuaded that God had power to do what he had promised.

Hebrews 11:8 By faith Abraham, when called to go to a place he would later receive as his inheritance, obeyed and went, even though he did not know where he was going. 

What do we believe? We believe all His promises given to us. Even though some of His promises have not been fulfilled we believe He will do it.
John 2:11 This, the first of His miraculous signs, Jesus performed at Cana in Galilee. He thus revealed His glory, and His disciples put their faith in Him. 

Disciples left everything and followed Jesus because they had faith in Him even though they did not know where they would be going, what they would be doing.
John 14:12 I tell you the truth, anyone who has faith in me will do what I have been doing. He will do even greater things than these, because I am going to the Father. 

Faith is the foundation of our services to God. We cannot do anything in His service if we don’t have faith in Him. 

Matthew 14:28-31 “Lord, if it's you,” Peter replied, “tell me to come to you on the water.” “Come, He said. Then Peter got down out of the boat, walked on the water and came toward Jesus. But when he saw the wind, he was afraid and, beginning to sink, cried out, “Lord, save me!” Immediately Jesus reached out His hand and caught him. “You of little faith,” He said, “why did you doubt?”
But when  doubt comes in, we are in trouble. Jesus said that if we have no doubt and  pray we will receive what we ask.  ( Matthew 21:22 )
Luke 17:5 The apostles said to the Lord, “Increase our faith!”  
Our faith will be either stronger or weaker. It will not be static.  The strength of our faith must be growing, not diminishing.
Romans 1:17 For in the gospel a righteousness from God is revealed, a righteousness that is by faith from first to last, just as it is written: “The righteous will live by faith .”  

Mark 9:23 “If you can?” said Jesus. “Everything is possible for him who believes.”
2 Corinthians 5:7 We live by faith, not by sight.

Galatians 2:20 I have been crucified with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me. The life I live in the body, I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me. 

Live by faith. Faith will carry us through. Nothing is impossible if we believe without doubt.
Acts 3:16 By faith in the name of Jesus, this man whom you see and know was made strong. It is Jesus' name and the faith that comes through him that has given this complete healing to him, as you can all see. 

Healed by faith

Romans 3:27-28 For we maintain that a man is justified by faith apart from observing the law.

Galatians 2:15-16 “We who are Jews by birth and not 'Gentile sinners' know that a man is not justified by observing the law, but by faith in Jesus Christ. So we, too, have put our faith in Christ Jesus that we may be justified by faith in Christ and not by observing the law, because by observing the law no one will be justified. 

Justified by faith.
Ephesians 2:8-9 For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith - and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God - not by works, so that no one can boast.

Saved by Grace through Faith.
Galatians 3:14 He redeemed us in order that the blessing given to Abraham might come to the Gentiles through Christ Jesus, so that by faith we might receive the promise of the Spirit. 

The promise of Spiritual fruit, Spiritual gifts and Spiritual power can only be received by faith.

1 Corinthians 12:8-9 To one there is given through the Spirit the message of wisdom, to another the message of knowledge by means of the same Spirit, to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by that one Spirit. 

Faith is one of the Spiritual gifts.
As our forefathers, Abel, Enoch, Noah, Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Joseph and Moses had lived by Faith in Almighty God, let us also live by Faith in Jesus Christ for our present and future.
