Let us see what the Bible says about “Withdrawal of Holy Spirit”

1 Samuel 16:14 Now the Spirit of the LORD had departed from Saul, and an evil spirit from the Lord tormented him. 

1 Samuel 28:15 Samuel said to Saul, "Why have you disturbed me by bringing me up?" 
"I am in great distress," Saul said. "The Philistines are fighting against me, and God has turned away from me. He no longer answers me, either by prophets or by dreams. So I have called on you to tell me what to do." 

The Spirit of the Lord had departed from Saul because Saul had sinned against God.
The Spirit of the Lord did not live forever with Saul.

Judges 16:20 Then she called, "Samson, the Philistines are upon you!" He awoke from his sleep and thought, "I'll go out as before and shake myself free." But he did not know that the LORD had left him. 
The Lord had left him because of his sin. The Holy Spirit will also leave us when we sin. 
Psalms 51:11 Do not cast me from your presence or take your Holy Spirit from me. 

Why did David ask the Lord not to take Holy Spirit from him?

David had sinned against God and Holy Spirit would be taken away from him. God can and will take back Holy Spirit when we sin against Him.
Proverbs 1:24-28 But since you rejected me when I called and no one gave heed when I stretched out my hand, since you ignored all my advice and would not accept my rebuke, I in turn will laugh at your disaster; I will mock when calamity overtakes you — when calamity overtakes you like a storm, when disaster sweeps over you like a whirlwind, when distress and trouble overwhelm you. Then they will call to me but I will not answer; they will look for me but will not find me. 
Hosea 5:6 When they go with their flocks and herds to seek the LORD, they will not find him; he has withdrawn himself from them. 

The Spirit of God has withdrawn from them because of their sin.
Hosea 4:17 Ephraim is joined to idols; leave him alone! 

The Spirit of God has left Ephraim.
Deuteronomy 31:17-18 On that day I will become angry with them and forsake them; I will hide my face from them, and they will be destroyed. Many disasters and difficulties will come upon them, and on that day they will ask, 'Have not these disasters come upon us because our God is not with us?' And I will certainly hide my face on that day because of all their wickedness in turning to other gods. 
The Spirit of God will leave them because of their wickedness in worshiping other gods.
Romans 1:24-26 Therefore God gave them over in the sinful desires of their hearts to sexual impurity for the degrading of their bodies with one another. They exchanged the truth of God for a lie, and worshiped and served created things rather than the Creator — who is forever praised. Amen. Because of this, God gave them over to shameful lusts. Even their women exchanged natural relations for unnatural ones. 

Romans 1:28 Furthermore, since they did not think it worthwhile to retain the knowledge of God, he gave them over to a depraved mind, to do what ought not to be done.

God will leave sinners and abandon them into the hand of Satan because of their sins against Him.
2 Cor 6:14-18 Do not be yoked together with unbelievers. For what do righteousness and wickedness have in common? Or what fellowship can light have with darkness ? What harmony is there between Christ and Belial? What does a believer have in common with an unbeliever? What agreement is there between the temple of God and idols? For we are the temple of the living God. As God has said: "I will live with them and walk among them, and I will be their God, and they will be my people."   "Therefore come out from them and be separate, says the Lord. Touch no unclean thing, and I will receive you." "I will be a Father to you, and you will be my sons and daughters, says the Lord Almighty."   

Who in the light are belong to Holy Spirit and who in the darkness are belong to Evil Spirit.
We will either belong to Holy Spirit or Evil Spirit.
We cannot belong to both.
