Will all unbelievers go to hell?

I remember when I was studying at Theological Seminary, one of my professors said that those who had not heard about Jesus Christ and died would go to heaven, I was strongly disagreed with him and had a very strong argument with him since I was broadcasting gospel message through radio broadcasting hoping that many people would hear the gospel, believe Jesus and go to heaven after their death. I thought that all people who did not believe in Him, whatever the situation, would go to hell.
In the year 1990 I have received a letter from a Buddhist monk saying, “I have never heard that Jesus Christ has died for my sins and the sins of all people. I have never known that the blood of Jesus Christ has washed away all my sins. I have never known that by believing in Him, I’ll be able to go to heaven. Please tell this good news to our Shan people. Many of them have never heard about this.” 

Last Sunday as I was attending communion service, it seems the Lord was speaking to me. “Do you think all non-believers who have never heard of me and never have a chance of believing in me will go to hell? Is it fair to send them to hell for they have not believed in me because they have never heard about me?
Certainly those who have heard about me about my sacrificial death for them for their salvation but they still do not believe and refuse to accept me will go to hell.”

Rom 10:12-21 For there is no difference between Jew and Gentile-the same Lord is Lord of all and richly blesses all who call on him, 13 for, "Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved."  

14 How, then, can they call on the one they have not believed in? And how can they believe in the one of whom they have not heard? And how can they hear without someone preaching to them? 15 And how can they preach unless they are sent? As it is written, "How beautiful are the feet of those who bring good news!"  16 But not all the Israelites accepted the good news. For Isaiah says, "Lord, who has believed our message?"   17 Consequently, faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard through the word of Christ. 18 But I ask: Did they not hear? Of course they did: "Their voice has gone out into all the earth, their words to the ends of the world." 19 Again I ask: Did Israel not understand? First, Moses says, "I will make you envious by those who are not a nation; I will make you angry by a nation that has no understanding." 20 And Isaiah boldly says, "I was found by those who did not seek me; I revealed myself to those who did not ask for me." 21 But concerning Israel he says, "All day long I have held out my hands to a disobedient and obstinate people."  

A person never heard that “through Jesus Christ they all become righteous” and he does not have a chance to hear and to accept it. Will he go to hell?

Rom 5:18-19 Consequently, just as the result of one trespass was condemnation for all men, so also the result of one act of righteousness was justification that brings life for all men. 19 For just as through the disobedience of the one man the many were made sinners, so also through the obedience of the one man the many will be made righteous. 

A person never knows that Jesus Christ has died for him. Will he go to hell?

2 Cor 5:14-15 For Christ's love compels us, because we are convinced that one died for all, and therefore all died. 15 And he died for all, that those who live should no longer live for themselves but for him who died for them and was raised again. 

A person never knows that Jesus Christ has paid a ransom for them. Is he going to hell?
1 Tim 2:5-6 For there is one God and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, 6 who gave himself as a ransom for all men-the testimony given in its proper time.

A person never knows that the blood of Christ has purified him from sins. Is he going to hell? 

1 John 1:7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin. 

A person never knows that the blood of Christ is for forgiveness of sin. Is he going to hell?

Matt 26:28 This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins.

Eph 1:7-8 In him we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of sins , in accordance with the riches of God's grace 8 that he lavished on us with all wisdom and understanding.

A person never knows that by believing in Jesus Christ he will receive forgiveness of sin. Is he going to hell?

Acts 10:43 All the prophets testify about him that everyone who believes in him receives forgiveness of sins through his name." 

Acts 26:17-18 I will rescue you from your own people and from the Gentiles. I am sending you to them 18 to open their eyes and turn them from darkness to light, and from the power of Satan to God, so that they may receive forgiveness of sins and a place among those who are sanctified by faith in me.' 

A person never knows that he has been rescued by Jesus Christ. Is he going to hell?

Col 1:13-14 For he has rescued us from the dominion of darkness and brought us into the kingdom of the Son he loves, 14 in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins. 

Dear friends,

Should we believe that all people who have never heard of Jesus Christ and never have a chance of believing in Him will go to hell?
If they, who have never heard the gospel, will end up in hell, who is responsible for their eternal hell?
