Your most precious offering to God
What is the most precious offering to God?

Diamond? Gold? Silver? One million dollars? One hundred dollars? One dollar?

We may think in term of precious material, money and amount in our offering to God.

This is not true.

The best or the most expensive or the most precious offering to God is our AVAILABILITY to participate.

Availability can be money, time, talent, gift, wisdom, knowledge, expertise, help, even your own presence and free hands to participate.
Some Christians use to say, “I don’t have, I don’t know, I am not free, I am not ….” Etc.. and do not participate in God’s ministry.

This is a wrong excuse.

Let us look at John 6:8-13

8 Another of his disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter's brother, spoke up, 9 "Here is a boy with five small barley loaves and two small fish, but how far will they go among so many?" 10 Jesus said, "Have the people sit down." There was plenty of grass in that place, and the men sat down, about five thousand of them. 11 Jesus then took the loaves, gave thanks, and distributed to those who were seated as much as they wanted. He did the same with the fish. 12 When they had all had enough to eat, he said to his disciples, "Gather the pieces that are left over. Let nothing be wasted."  13 So they gathered them and filled twelve baskets with the pieces of the five barley loaves left over by those who had eaten. 

A young boy only has two fish and five loaves.

Five loaves and two fish are in fact too little and too small for more than five thousand people.

The disciples worried. But Jesus takes the little a young boy’s offer and turns it into more than people could fathom!
How often do we feel as if we have too little to offer? The Lord is interested in everything we have to give, even if it seems miniscule to our eyes! We may think our giving to God is TOO LITTLE. But God can make it TOO BIG beyond our expectation.
Christian friends, let's not be afraid to offer up our gifts, talents, abilities, accomplishments, times, expertise, knowledge, material things and  your bare hands that we may think insignificant. They are not! When we give up even the littlest of things to the Lord, He brings forth an abundance!
